· Adding a February meeting of the FFA Alumni and Parent Support Group’s yearly schedule was suggested in order to get an earlier start on getting the scholarship information out.  At the February meetings, the number of scholarships available and the tiered levels would be determined, and later shared with applicants.  A motion was made to add the February meeting, was voted on, and was passed unanimously.
