Throughout the day, several Woodbury FFA members were active in business meetings and various competitions, along with over 500 FFA members from all over the state.

The FFA Quiz Bowl team consisting of Kali Doan-Hough, Savannah Sprague and Jordan Zitnay won first place and the FFA Marketing Team placed 3rd. The Woodbury FFA’s Chapter Scrapbook also took home first place in the state.

The Woodbury FFA teams placed 1st in a total of 11 different state contests, including Floriculture, Nursery Landscaping, Food Science, Agricultural Communications, Job Interview, Meats Evaluation, Forestry, Farm Business Management, Livestock Judging, Poultry Judging and Ag Mechanics. Each of these teams will now be competing in the National FFA Judging Contests this fall in Indianapolis, Indiana, during the National FFA Convention.  Also, 23 Woodbury FFA members who placed in the top 3 individually in contests held throughout the past year were recognized at the state conference and received cash awards for their accomplishments.
